It should be encouraging
for us that the disciples sometimes ques-
tioned Jesus, not really understanding his
meaning. Sometimes we all question God;
do not be afraid of doing so; question Him
rather than walk away from Him. But we
must also remember to be patient as we try
to understand the answer we receive.

May Crowning of Mary: Today at our 9.30

Mass we will have a “virtual” crowning of
Our Lady for the month of May. The
crowning was done outside during the week
both at St Mary’s and St Gerard’s with just a
few people present but we will show the
recording at Mass and make the recordings
available on the websites. This was also due
to be a special Mass for children and fami-
lies on the sacramental programme so our
readings have been prepared on video by
some of our young people—A big thank
you to them!

This Week

We hope that perhaps soon we may be able
to return to Church in some form, even if
only for private prayer. In the meantime
please continue the practise as our faith as
best we can. Everyone around us is thinking
deeply about their lives and what is im-
portant; encourage our families and friends
to engage with their spiritual lives. Let them
know you are praying at home by attending
Mass online. Invite them to join you. Even
to pay a visit to church anytime during the
day or night for a moment of reflection.

We will continue to have Mass at 9.30am
each day during this time. Also a hour
hour of adoration before the Blessed
Sacrament from 4-5pm and Rosary at

8pm (Thursday at 8.05pm to join the appre-
ciation of the NHS staff). The camera is on
24/7—pop in for a quiet moment of prayer
at any time. Tty to join us online or watch
the recording later in the day. We cannot
come to church but the church can enter our
homes in a very special way to remind that
we are the church. Timetable your own
spiritual celebration of the ceremonies: join
us at church online; prepate a sacred space in
your home with a ctrucifix, candle, bible, icon
or some other religious article which you
may have.

Song for Mary: I'r Mark and Fr Joe will do
an acoustic guitar session with hymns and
reflections on Our Lady this Sunday evening
at 6.30pm. We will reflect on some Images
of Mary and sing some Marian Hymns. If
you have an image of Mary which you find
helpful, please share it with us. It might be a
statue, an icon, a painting, or a prayer.

Sunday Mass: For the rest of this period we
will only have one Mass on Sunday morning
at 9.30am. This should come online to be
viewed “as live” from approx one hour after
the conclusion, as with all our services. Thus,
there will not be a live Mass at 11am.

Offerings: Please try to post your offertory
donations and any Mass intentions through
the Letterbox of the Priory which is locked
inside. The diocese have set up an easy way
of making online donations.
