TODAY: 13TH SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

The gospel today gives us 2 remarkable heal-
ing miracles of Jesus rolled into one episode:
the woman who reaches through the crowd to
touch his cloak and the little girl who he
brings back to life. The words he says to the
gitl are uttered to each one of us: “Talitha
kum?”, “little one, I tell you to get up”. Listen
for his voice today at Mass: Jesus wants to
raise us up form the difficult place we find
ourselves and set us back on the true path of
life. He is calling to you: “Talitha kum”.

Parish Sacramental Life:

First Holy Communions: Congratulations to
those children who will be celebrating at our
Parish 9.30 Mass today and on Sunday 11
July.

Baptism Enrolment Ceremony: This will
take place today during the 9.30am Mass.
Welcome to Isobel Letitia Parry, who will be
baptised into the Body of Christ today
Marriage: Pray for Oliver Cookson and Re-
becca Meakin who married on Friday and
Philip Daniel Martindale and Julia Louise Par-
khouse who will be married next Saturday.

Covid19 Restrictions: Some easing of Covid
19 restrictions have occurred but we are still
asked to proceed with caution. There are one
or two things which we can now do: the limit
on numbers attending funerals and weddings
is now the same as the same limit of the
Church (160). It is no longer essential for
stewards to be present during the week when
numbers are lower. Sanitising is asked to be
done once a day and the main focus is on all
“touch points”. We can reintroduce the pro-
cession of the gifts of bread and wine at the
offertory—those doing this are asked to sani-
tise their hands just before they pick up the
gifts; the intercessions at Sunday Mass can be
reintroduced; the priest or minister of com-
munion must continue to be wear face cover-
ings but can say “The Body of Christ” to each

communicant and those receiving can reply
“Amen”.

The Sunday Mass obligation is dispensed, but,
if you are not attending in person, do try to
watch a Mass online or pray with the sheet
“The Lord’s Day at Home”.

Solemnity of Ss Peter and Paul: This Tues-
day 29th June is the Feast of Ss Peter and
Paul. There is currently no obligation to attend
Mass on either Sundays or Holydays due
Covid 19, however, if we are able to attend
Mass or partake in an online Mass, it would be
in keeping with the regular practice of our
Faith to try to respect the nature of a Holyday.
There are Masses at 9.30, 4.30 & 7.30pm.

Donations for the Shrine: Many thanks for
all the donations and prayer intentions for the
shrine. Any further donations are welcome by
placing a donation in an envelope marked
“Our Lady’s Shrine” and include the prayer
intention which you wish to offer. If you pay
tax please write a note on the envelope
that you wish this donation to be gift aid-
ed. The intention might be an “In Memori-
am” of a loved one or it may be a particular
prayer which you wish to be included as we
commemorate the shrine.

Mass Attendance: We have seen a welcome
rise in the numbers attending church and we
hope people have had the sense of being in a
safe environment. Last weekend the numbers
were: Vigil: 51; 9.30am: 133; 11am: 56 6.30pm:
33; Total: 273. The attendance at weekday
Mass averages at about 40 people each day.

Altar Servers and Cantors: We have reintro-
duced into our liturgy the use of Altar Servers
and a small group of singers to lead our sing-
ing. These ministries are still limited in what
they can do but a welcome sign to enhance
our liturgy; regulations do allow altar servers,
following the usual Covid-safe norms and “a
small group of singers”, at a safe distance
from each other and other members of the
congregation. We are asked to continue to
refrain from congregational singing for the
time being. Any servers or singers who might

like to resume their ministry, please contact
Fr Mark.

Offertory Donations: We are not holding
offertory collections during Mass but please
do try to remember to put your offertory
money in the bags on the way in or out of
Church. You can also post your donations
and any Mass intentions through the Letter-
box of the Priory which is locked inside.
