Communion is given in the hand only,
with the communicant standing, and
avoiding any physical contact.

Please wait in your place until invited
to move forward for Holy Communion
by the Stewards, always being aware
of social distancing and remaining at
least two metres away from the per-
son in front of you. When you ap-
proach the priest or minister, do so
with arms at “full stretch” so that there
is a good distance between you. Your
hands, palms upwards, one of top of
the other, should be extended as flatly
as possible. The priest will offer the
host and say “The Body of Christ:” the
communicant replies “Amen.”

Having received Holy Communion, re-
turn to your place in an orderly man-
ner as directed.
