Cutrrent Covid 19 Guidance for Churches:

1. Face coverings are mandatory in Places of
Worship; There are exemptions for those leading
worship, public proclamation of scriptural readings
or prayers, and those who are unable to wear face
coverings and are exempt.

2. Hand sanitiser must be made available.

3. Congregational singing should take place with
face coverings in place, however, and choirs and
soloists may sing without such coverings.

4. There must be good ventilation and air
throughout in the building; because of climatic
conditions, it would be important to remind people
to wrap up well in church!

5. There is now very strong evidence that the risk
from sutface and touch transmission is very small
indeed. Thus, the strict cleaning that was previously
recommended for public worship is no longer
necessary. General church cleaning is sufficient.

6. People with any symptoms of covid-19 should
stay at home and not travel to church or participate
in person.
